The ToB (Tour of Britain) is the UK’s largest professional cycle

The event is televised in 166 countries and broadcast live on
the ITV network — 3 hrs live plus Thr highlights ITV4

The event includes all the large professional teams including
Team Sky.

The ToB will take place between 6t and 13" September — with
eight stages over 8 days.

9% September the race will come into Northumberland from
the north and make its way south before finishing that day’s
stage in Blyth.

The following day, 10t September, the race will start in the
west of Northumberland, in Prudhoe, before exiting the
county westward via Hadrian’s Wall into Cumbria.
